What is a "Hazard Map"?

What are Landslides?

Landslip is when a steep 
slope suddenly collapses 
due to rain, snowmelt, or an 
earthquake.
Because it happens 
suddenly, many people may 
not be able to evacuate 
their homes in time causing 
serious injuries or loss of life.

Mudslides are when soil and 
rocks from mountains or 
rivers mix with water and 
flow rapidly downhill due to 
heavy rain. The flow speed 
varies but can quickly 
destroy houses and 
farmland.

A landslide occurs when 
rain or snowmelt seeps into 
the ground, causing slopes 
to slide intermittenly.Be-
cause the volume of soil 
that moves is large, 
landslides can cause severe 
damage. Once they start, 
stopping them completely 
is very difficult.

◆ The river water becomes cloudy 
　 and driftwood can be seen.
◆ Even though it's still raining,  
　the river's water level suddenly drops.
◆ A rumbling sound comes from the mountain.
◆ There is a smell of decaying soil.

◆ Water from the slope becomes cloudy.

◆ Small stones start falling from the slope.

◆ You hear the sound of tree roots snapping.

◆ Cracks appear in the cliff.

◆ Water bursts out from the slope.

◆ Cracks or steps from in the ground

◆ Trees fall over.

◆ Water in streams or wells becomes cloudy.

A hazard map is a map that shows areas at risk of natural 
disasters and evacuation locations to help residents evacuate 
safely during emergencies.
Check the hazard map with your family or neighbours to be ready 
in case of an emergency. You can check the time it takes to reach 
evacuation sites on the city's website.
This hazard map focuses on Landslides.

It is classified into three types: Landslip, Mudslide, and Landslide. 
If you notice signs of a landslide or its early warnings, please contact city hall.

Be careful about disasters when 
strong rainfall exceeds 
20 mm per hour or 
heay rainfall exceeds 
100 mm from the start 
of the rainfall.

Know how to evacuate!
Run away at right 
angles to 
mudslides because 
they flows too 
fastly.

Note signs of disaster
If you notice signs of 
disaster of landslides, stay 
away and 
contact the 
Toyama City Hall.

Prevention of Infectious Diseases Where to evacuate to?

Cough etiquette

During a disaster, the risk of 
infectious disease is higher.
Sanitation is especially 
important in evacuation sites.

◆ If you have a mask
　  Wear a mask properly.
◆ If you don't have a 
　  mask
　　Cover your mouth and 
　　nose with tissues.
◆ If you don't have 
　　tissues
　　Cover your mouth and 
　　nose with your arms.

Wash your hands

Toilet
Wipe the toilet seat before and 
after use.

Wash your hands frequently.
If the water does not come 
out, take an extra amount of 
alcohol disinfectant in your 
hand and wipe it off with a 
paper hand towel.

Do not stay within areas at risk of landslides.

There is a space on the map to 
write down the evacuation site.
